The â€œLost Battalion,â€• the 1st Battalion of the 308th of the 77th â€œLibertyâ€• Divison of the
American Expeditionary Force (AEF) was trapped behind the German Lines in the Argonne Forest from
the 2nd thru the 8th of October. This would be the day, 88 years later, that they would have been back
safely form the fight.
